“Behind Barbed Wire: Keeping Children Safe and Families Together”

Join us at the Day of Remembrance, February 16, from 2 — 4 PM at the Japanese American National Museum.
Reminiscent of our community’s experience during World War Il, the recent separation of families at the U.S.
border compelled the DOR organizing committee to focus on current government actions. A panel of speakers
will include Lisa Okamoto, Immigrant Defense Legal Center, who has worked with refugees and asylum
seekers at the border, DACA students, a representative from Asian Americans Advancing Justice, and Sigrid
Toye, a German American whose father was held at Tuna Canyon Detention Center.

Brian Niiya, Content Director of Densho, will moderate the panel as well as share his writing about Japanese
immigration, including the prevalence of “ship jumpers.” Emcees for the program are Carrie Morita and Hideki
Fukusumi, both representing Nikkei Progressives.
